Entry open to all aged 16+ living within approximately 12 miles of Wivenhoe. 
Submit 4 copies of each poem, typed, on A4 sheets of paper, accompanied by an entry form, to the Wivenhoe Bookshop. Each poem to have a title, but your name must not appear anywhere on the poems, only on the entry form. Poems must be original, unpublished work in English, individual poems no longer than 50 lines.
The cost of entry is £5, which will cover up to three poems.  

For any extra poems thereafter, £2 each. 

Maximum entry 9 poems in total.  No poems will be returned.
All poems will be considered as a submission for a book of poetry to be published 
by WivenBooks in the autumn.  Anyone who has a poem selected for the book will be contacted by the editorial team (Peter Kennedy, Pam Job and Joan Taylor). The final arbiter of the competition will be Wivenhoe poet and writing teacher Mike Harwood.
Prizes: £250 (1st), £100 (2nd), £50 (3rd) and £10 for merit. All prize winners will be invited to read their work at poetrywivenhoe. The results of the competition will be decided over the summer, no later than August 31.
